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17. Other Business/New Business/Agenda Recommendations

A. Grant Acceptance for AEDs

Six additional AEDs (Automated External Defibrillator) are needed due to the expansion of the District's physical
facilities and to changes in the law related to portable access. Acceptance of the grant will fund fifty percent (50%) of
the cost for the machines. These will be placed at Auburn, East, Guilford, Jefferson, Flinn, and RESA.

This will return for a vote at the January 27, 2015 Board meeting.
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B. Recommendation for Approve of Industrial Appraisal Company Contract — Mrs. Talbert-Scott

The District, as a member of CLIC (Collective Liability Insurance Cooperative), has to have appraisals conducted

every ten years on its assets. The Administration is requesting the Board approved a contract with Industrial Appraisal

Company to perform the appraisal.

This will return for a vote at the January 27, 2015 Board meeting.

C. Intergovernmental Agreement with Rockford Park District on Facilities Use - Attorney Hoadley

The agreement is consistent with Board Policy 8.20, Community Use of School Facilities. Administration requested

additional time in order to review long standing collaborative relationship it has had with Rockford Park District. The

agreement incorporates many long standing agreements, with Lewis Lemon, RESA, efc. that did not have expiration

dates. These will become consistent with Board policy. The District will have to monitor and ensure there are separate

facility rental documents entered into and tracked between both parties. At the end, both entities will have to reconcile

this. At the conclusion, if either party owes the other more than $10,000 this would have to be paid. The agreement

will add additional work to the District and Rockford Park District.

o Changes in policy could cause a default of the agreement.

e There are no estimated expenses for the rehabilitation of tennis courts at Auburn and Guilford. Mr. Schmidt and
the Park District are working together to get estimates.

o In-Kind Credit refers to qualified in-kind uses including the types of qualifying uses. As these accumulate, these
would be reconciled at the end of the year.

o The Administration will identify a primary person to oversee the agreement.

This will return for a vote at the January 27, 2015 meeting.

o Ms. Jackson requested an agenda item for the January 27, 2015 meeting regarding the Student Assignment Plan.
